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Enduring Power of Attorney Questionnaire

An Enduring Power of Attorney is a power of Attorney, which subject to conditions and safeguards, continues in force even after the maker of the power (called “the Donor) becomes mentally incapable of handling his or her affairs, provided that it is registered. 

What is the purpose of an Enduring Power of Attorney?

To enable people, while they are still mentally capable, to nominate someone to deal with their affairs for them, after they become mentally incapable.

Guidance -

In the event of your becoming incapable of managing you affairs it will become necessary to have your Enduring Power of Attorney registered with the Office of Care and Protection in the High Court. As part of the application to register the Enduring Power of Attorney it is necessary to notify at least 3 relatives of this application.

Below is the order of priority for who should receive notice

The Donor’s spouse

The Donor’s children

The Donor’s parents

The Donor’s brothers and sisters, whether of the whole or half blood

The widow or widower of a child of the Donor

The Donor’s grandchildren

The children of the Donor’s brothers and sisters of the whole blood

The children of the Donor’s brothers and sisters of the half blood

The Donor’s uncles and aunts of the whole blood

The children of the Donor’s uncles and aunts of the whole blood.

If notice is given to any person in a particular class of relative it must be given to all persons in that class.
